Cel: Analiza zmiany czestosci wystepowania choréb zakaznych wieku dzieciecego w okresie

marzec-maj 2020 r. w poréwnaniu do analogicznego okresu w 2019 r.

Materiat i metody: Dane dotyczace liczby przypadkéw i zachorowalnosci na choroby zakazne
wieku dzieciecego zgtoszone w Polsce w okresie 1.03.2020- 31.05.2020 r. poréwnano z
analogicznym okresem roku 2019. Réznice w liczbie zachorowah w 2020 r. i 2019 r. badano
testem chi-kwadrat i wyznaczono 95% przedziaty ufnosci zapadalnosci.

Wyniki: W okresie 1.03.2020-31.05.2020 r. liczba zachorowah na grype i schorzenia
grypopodobne u dzieci w wieku 0-14 lat, biegunki i zakazenia zotgdkowo-jelitowe (bakteryjne,
wirusowe i blizej nieokreslone) u dzieci do lat 2 oraz choroby zakaZzne wieku dzieciecego byta
istotnie mniejsza w poréwnaniu do analogicznego okresu w 2019 r. Zapadalnos¢ na analizowane

schorzenia i problemy zdrowotne byta istotnie nizsza w 2020 r. w poréwnaniu do 2019 .

Whnioski: W pierwszych 3 miesigcach pandemii COVID-19 w Polsce odnotowano znaczne

zmniejszenie liczby przypadkdéw i zapadalnosci na choroby zakazne wieku dzieciecego.

Abstract:
Objectives: Aim of the study was to assess impact of COVID-19 including anti-epidemic
measures as well as restricted access to health care providers on incidence of infectious

diseases of childhood.



Materials and methods: The number of cases and the incidence of infectious diseases of
childhood reported in Poland during period 1.03.2020-31.05.2020 were compared to a
corresponding period in 2019. Differences in the number of cases between 2020 and 2019 were
tested with the Chi-square test and the 95% confidence intervals of the incidence were

compared.

Results: In the period from March 1st, 2020 to May 31rd, 2020, the number of cases of
influenza and influenza-like diseases in children aged 0-14 years, diarrhoea and gastrointestinal
infections (bacterial, viral and unspecified) in children under 3 years of age, and childhood
infectious diseases was significantly lower compared to the corresponding period of 2019. The
incidence of analysed diseases and health problems was significantly lower in 2020 compared to
20109.

Conclusions: Significant reduction in number of cases and incidence of childhood infectious

diseases was reported during first three months of COVID-19 pandemic in Poland.
